NB: Selection Criteria:  
1. An athlete must run any 3 out of 6 leagues plus the CGA Championships and be a licensed athlete to be considered 

for selection to represent CGA at the SA Championships and must have submitted a South African ID/Birth Certificate 
copy before the 16 August 2023.  

2. No temporary licenses will be allowed at CGA Championships. All athletes must be licensed. 
3. The first 4 athletes at the CGA Championships will be considered for selection provided they satisfy Rule 1 listed above. 

The Team size will be determined by the ASA Team Manual & budgetary constraints. 
4. CGA Championships results carry more weight in terms of selection criteria.  
5. No doctor’s letter will be considered for selection.    
6. Athletes who were representing South Africa during the cross country season will only be considered for selection 

based on the athlete’s evidence provided/ selectors discretion on the merit of each case. 
7. Selectors’ discretion will apply in dealing with the merits of each athlete’s case. All decisions in this regard will be 

considered final once ratified by the CGA board.  
8. Athletes, coaches, parents and clubs are thanked in advance for respecting the selectors’ decisions. Athletes, coaches, 

parents and clubs must note that although CGA endeavors to secure the necessary funding for participation, selections 
may be limited by budgetary constraints. 

9. A Pre-entry system will apply, and no athlete will be allowed to enter at the venue on the day of the  
event. Clubs and athletes are to use the pre-entry system. Athletes will be checked from the pre-entry list  
before being allowed to enter our venues.   

10. Spectators will be allowed into the venue on payment of a R 30.00 entry fee 
11. Small Vendors (chips, peanuts, ice cream) will be allowed into the venue on payment of a R 50.00 entry fee  
12. Large Vendors (Hot food) will pay R 500.00 at Leagues and R 1 000.00 at Champs. An application with vendor license 

 needs to be submitted to the CGA Office 
13. Athletes will be allowed into the venue on payment of a R15.00 entry fee

PLEASE PAY ATTENTION TO THE FOLLOWING IMPORTANT RULES:  

1. Athletes that qualify for selection will be verified that they are in good standing with a club i.e. that they  
have a 2023 license and have submitted a South African ID/Birth Certificate copy before the 16 August 2023 

2.   Club gazebos/tents will be allowed at the venue provided they are spaced out 
3.   Entries will close on the Tuesday of the week of the league  
4.   Printed entry stickers, in a plastic bag will be collected at the entry gate and placed on spikes at the finish    
      Athletes that run with temporary licences need to write their temporary license number on the sticker. 
6.   An athlete will only be allowed to run 1 event on a day.  
8.   At this stage there will be no buses/transport provided by CGA. 
9.   Results will be posted on the entry website as well as the CGA website. 
10. Selected Athletes who travel to SA Championships on their own will need to book and pay for their own
